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Great Locations for Spectators
Full & Half Marathon Routes
· Andrews Street Bridge  - Starting line for the Preferred Care Rochester Marathon;

· East Ave./South on Winton Rd./West on San Gabriel/South on Cobbs Hill Dr./West on Highland/East on Clinton/South on Westfall into Brighton Town Park/Erie Canal to the finish – This will be the route the half-marathoner will be taking;  Please take into account that there will be road closures in this area.  Please refer to the website for that information.  
· East Ave from Downtown to Fairport Rd. – This will be a great viewing area all the way to St. John Fisher College at the Corner of East Ave & Fairport Rd.  Please keep in mind that there will be road closures along this portion of the course, see the website for additional information.
· East on Fairport Rd. to Perinton Park – The best places to view the runners as they travel this part of the course will be to park on the back side of East Rochester High School and walk up to Fairport Rd. to see the relay runners change their team members as well as watch the full participants as they travel towards the Erie Canal.
· Marsh & Fairport Rd. – there is a parking lot at the corner of Marsh Rd. and Fairport Rd. that can be reached by traveling North on Marsh Rd. from Pittsford.  This would be a great location to park and watch the full marathoners as they stop for water at Tim Hortons.  This will be one of the last locations to catch the runners before the reach the Erie Canal.
· Perinton Park/Erie Canal – you can reach Perinton Park by way of O’Connor Rd.  This is another great location to cheer the runners on and enjoy a beautiful park setting and possibly even picnic.  This is one of our water stops as well, so if you have the urge, step up and volunteer to pass water out as the participants pass by.
· Embankment Park/Erie Canal – this location can be reached via Marsh Rd.  This is a beautiful park in Pittsford, New York along the Erie Canal.  Plan to bring your lunch and enjoy the view!  
· Schoen Place/Erie Canal, Pittsford – the runners will be traveling into the Village of Pittsford along the Erie Canal.  This particular portion of the route travels through Schoen Place, where there are great restaurants and shops, so, come cheer, eat and shop to your hearts content!
· Erie Canal from Pittsford to Genesee Valley Park – there are access points along this section of the Erie Canal, but there will not be ample parking, we suggest that you travel over to Genesee Valley Park and watch for the participants as they enter the park via the canal path/bike path as they travel towards downtown Rochester along the Genesee River.  
· Ford Street Bridge/Exchange St./Plymouth –  a great deal of this area will be closed to vehicular traffic.  Our suggestion is that you possibly park in the Downtown area or Frontier Field and hoof it over to this section of the course.  We know that both the half and full marathon participants will be truly elated if you are out there to watch them as they complete this long, arduous, but, memorable journey, so come out, bring your whistles and horns, sharpen your cheering skills, just don’t stay home on the 17th!
· Last but not least, the FINISH LINE in Frontier Field – all marathon participants will be finishing their marathon journey on Morrie Silver Way in front of Frontier Field.  Please stop by to attend the half or full award ceremonies at 12:00 noon as well as helping to pump up the volume as these extraordinary athletes cross the Preferred Care Rochester Marathon finish line!
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
